Police release new school tratfic plan

MADISON — Police
have instituted a new traffic
pattern for entry to Madison
Station Elementary from the
Reunion Parkway due to
construction on the campus,
authorities said.

“Madison Station is cur-
rently going through new

construction on campus that
caused the re-routing of traf-
fic on campus which caused
a traffic issue onto Reunion
Parkway,” MPD Lt. Micah
Taylor said.

explaining the change went
up on Tuesday afternoon
from the Madison Police
Department.

A social media post

The post featured a dia-

gram of a traffic pattern that
was implemented Wednesday
morning and will be in effect
every morning from 7 a.m. to
8 a.m. through the remainder
of the school year.

The diagram shows police
cars at both entries to the
school off of the Reunion
Parkway who will be direct-
ing traffic onto campus dur-
ing those times. Right-hand

lanes heading eastbound will
be dedicated for school traf-
fic during those hours.

The area where Lake Vil-
lage Drive connects to the
Parkway will be a right turn
only during those hours as
well.

Police will be stationed at
the easternmost entrance to

Golden and Ray’s father,
Charles Ray, threw out the cere-
monial first pitch for the game
after a dedication ceremony in
which they were given a copy of
the plaque and flowers flanked
by local law enforcement.

“I couldn't count how many
police officers were there,”
Golden said.

Ray put in long hours at the
school and would often go by to

check on things on holidays and
his days off, his mother said.

Ray was born on May 8§,
1980. He graduated high school
from Madison Central and
joined the Madison County
Sheriff's Office in the same year,
1998. He served with the Sher-
iff’s Office for 12 years.

In 2010, Ray joined the
Madison Police Department and
worked in Dispatch before
becoming the School Resource
Officer for Madison Central
High School.

Clock ticking for TikTok

When Congress does something on a
bipartisan basis, it’s cause for concern.
President Biden and Rep. Nancy Pelosi,
San Francisco Democrat, are of one mind
with Reps. Dan Crenshaw and Chip Roy,
both Texas Republicans, when it comes to
outlawing the teen-favorite social media
platform TikTok.

This consensus propelled a lopsided
352-65 vote in the House last week in
favor of legislation blocking the app —
unless Beijing-based ByteDance sells its
considerable stake in TikTok. Senate
Majority Leader Charles E. Schumer,
New York Democrat, hasn’t weighed in
yet, but it’s hard to see him reining in
members eager to see TikTok go away.

It doesn’t help that millions of teens are
addicted, drawn in by the app’s endless
supply of short, rapid-fire videos. TikTok
encourages users to join the latest trends
by uploading videos of their own. These
could involve anything from performing
silly dance moves to doing stupid things
like tasting laundry detergent pods —
material designed to rile up gullible media
outlets that aren’t in on the joke.

But there’s a sinister side to TikTok’s
algorithmic content barrage. Some are
concerned the app promotes aberrant
behavior, transgenderism, and a general
dumbing down of society — just the sort
of things the Chinese government might
use to weaken its main adversary.

The Protecting Americans From For-
eign Adversary Controlled Applications
Act is broader than it needs to be to han-
dle these issues, and that is by design. The
measure criminalizes distribution of any
application that is “controlled by a foreign
adversary,” which could mean having a
significant investor “subject to the direc-
tion or control of a foreign person.”

It’s left to the president to interpret that

vague wording by designating whether a
particular foreign power presents a “sig-
nificant threat to the national security of
the United States.” It’s up to the head of
the Department of Justice to enforce the
rest of the bill’s provisions. This is not a
comforting arrangement, as both have
already abused these very designations in
the past.

In 2016, the Justice Department lied to
the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance
Court by calling Carter Page, a volunteer
for Donald Trump’s campaign, an “agent
of a foreign power.” To get away with it,
then-FBI lawyer Kevin Clinesmith doc-
tored an email to conceal evidence that
Mr. Page was actually a source for the
U.S. government.

The same DOJ then went after Gen.
Michael Flynn, then-President-elect
Trump’s incoming national security advis-
er, because he told the Russian ambassa-
dor not to overreact to the expulsion of
Russian diplomats. White House meeting
notes show that it was none other than
then-Vice President Joe Biden who sug-
gested charging Mr. Flynn under the
Logan Act, a dormant 18th-century statute
meant to dissuade private citizens from
conducting foreign policy.

A DOJ that is happy to deceive the
FISA court and a president eager to misin-
terpret arcane laws to indict his enemies
will have no scruples when it comes to
twisting this new bill to serve partisan
ends. For instance, the administration
could simply declare Elon Musk under
“Russian influence” — repeating exactly
what it did to Mr. Trump — to force the
largest free-speech platform, X, off the
internet.

If the proposed TikTok ban can be
abused, it will be abused.

Government 1s snooping

The government is spying on you with-
out lifting a finger. Gone are the days of
G-men sneaking into homes to plant bugs
or tap phone lines while listening in from
a nondescript van parked across the street.
Today’s law enforcement agencies snoop
in comfort by asking private companies to
supply a detailed dossier of your habits,
beliefs and preferences in exchange for
taxpayer cash.

“Governments can and are colluding
with these corporate agents to develop a
picture not only of our actions but of our
thought and words so that deviation from
the desired end can be mapped, rewarded
and punished,” psychologist Jordan Peter-
son explained March 7 in his testimony
before the House Select Subcommittee on
the Weaponization of the Federal Govern-
ment.

Google last year responded to more
than 2,000 warrantless requests for infor-
mation from government entities through
national security demand letters. The Sili-
con Valley search giant also responded to
164,350 requests pursuant to some kind of
legal authority, charging up to $245 per
occurrence, raking in millions in extra
cash.

Other providers will sell personal data
to anyone with a big enough checkbook
— no pretense of legal process needed.
Earlier this year, Sen. Ron Wyden, Oregon
Democrat, released documents confirming
that the National Security Agency and
Defense Intelligence Agency have been
gobbling up as much “commercially
acquired” private data as they can.

This form of warrantless intrusion on
the lives of ordinary citizens happens
because the courts invented an exception
to the Fourth Amendment called the
“third-party doctrine.” It rests upon the
absurd premise that customers have no
expectation of privacy in the information

they generate while doing business with a
bank, cellphone provider or tech giant.

Of course, government agencies insist
they use this loophole to collect “only the
most useful data relevant to mission
requirements.” But this is a dodge. As
Edward Snowden revealed, the NSA
already taps into internet providers to
sweep up all communications without a
warrant. Private companies collect more
data that can often be more personal and
revealing than phone calls and email.

For instance, Tesla places cameras in
their vehicles to watch drivers at all times
for “safety” purposes. A recent Reuters
investigation revealed some misbehaving
employees would look through the record-
ings and share the most embarrassing
moments around the office.

Car companies like General Motors
have been selling highly detailed customer
records — where and when they drive,
and how fast — to the data broker Lexis-
Nexis, according to a New York Times
report.

Intelligence and law enforcement agen-
cies say “trust us” with the information
they are amassing, but their devious ways
have been exposed. In a top-secret 2017
memo, the Foreign Intelligence Surveil-
lance Court discovered unlawful spying
on U.S. residents using what is known as
FISA Section 702 authority. “NSA esti-
mates that approximately eighty-five per-
cent of those queries ... were not compli-
ant with applicable minimization proce-
dures,” Judge Rosemary Collyer wrote in
the declassified memo.

The infrastructure for building a
dystopian future is already here. Congress
can stop it by ending the third-party doc-
trine requiring knowing consent before
customer data can be shared and sold —
especially to Uncle Sam.

The smell of mendacity

“What's that smell in this
room? Didnt you notice it, B
rick? Didn't you notice a pow-
erful and obnoxious odor of
mendacity in this room? There
ain't nothin' more powerful
than the odor of mendacity.
You can smell it. It smells like
death.”— (Big Daddy in“Cat
on a Hot Tin Roof”)

Court decisions can sound
complicated because they
sometimes contain legal lan-
guage that is difficult for a
layperson to understand.
That’s not the situation in the
case of Fulton County, Geor-
gia’s District Attorney Fani
Willis and special prosecutor
Nathan Wade. Judge Scott
McAfee gave Willis a choice —
either dump Wade, with whom
she’d had a romantic relation-
ship, as prosecutor in the case
against Donald Trump, or
leave the case herself. Wade
quickly tendered his resigna-
tion. It’s hard to see how any-
one except the most strident
anti-Trumper will see the out-
come of a trial with Willis on
the case as fair.

The judge’s ruling con-
tained a word one rarely hears
used these days. McAfee
wrote that while a conflict of
interest wasn’t proved, “an
odor of mendacity remains.”

For those who didn’t get far
with vocabulary in high school
English class, mendacity is
defined as “ untruthfulness;
tendency to lie.”

Most people are familiar
with the courtroom oath to
“tell the truth, the whole truth,
and nothing but the truth.”
Judge McAfee concluded
Willis and Wade were not
telling the whole truth, but the
case could go forward anyway
even while their relationship

carried “the appearance of
impropriety.”

If one is engaging in behav-
ior that appears inappropriate
to a judge, doesn’t that poten-
tially taint the outcome of a
case in the public’s eyes?

Judge McAfee’s ruling is
reminiscent of two other cases.
FBI Director James Comey
declined to prosecute Hillary
Clinton for her mishandling of
classified information while
she was secretary of state. The
New York Times reported:
“Comey rebuked Mrs. Clinton
as being ‘extremely careless’
in using a private email
address and server. He raised
questions about her judgment,
contradicted statements she
has made about her email
practices, (and) said it was
possible that hostile foreign
governments had  gained
access to her account.”

Then there was what Spe-
cial Counsel Robert Hur said
about Joe Biden’s careless
handling of classified docu-
ments during his time in the
Senate, as vice president and
until he became president.
After five hours of interview-
ing Biden over two days, Hur
concluded that Biden didn’t
break the law and besides, a

jury in heavily Democratic

Washington would be unlikely
to convict him because he
would be viewed as a "well-
meaning, elderly man with a
poor memory."

Biden wasn’t elderly when
he began stashing documents
in unsecured locations. Under
the law he was not supposed to
have them and didn’t have the
power in his previous posts to
declassify them.

Is this the new standard for
high government officials who
violate laws that are supposed
to protect classified docu-
ments? If so, Congress needs
to re-write the laws and
include the rest of us under
their protection.

These cases will only fuel the
growing belief that there is a
two-tiered justice system in
America. It also further under-
mines what is becoming a cliché
— that “no one is above the law.”

One does not have to be a
supporter of Donald Trump, as
his former vice president Mike
Pence announced last week he
is not, to have the view that
Trump is being treated “unfair-
ly,” as he likes to say, and that
the 91 felony charges he must
fight with his own money, as
opposed to the endless cash
governments can spend, has
placed him at a disadvantage.

No one seems to mind that
mendacity, while always pres-
ent in the political arena,
appears to be increasing every-
where.

Dem leadership signals left-wing base

The uncommitted voters of
Michigan say “jump,” and
Chuck Schumer asks “how
high”?

The Senate majority leader
gave an extraordinary speech
flaying the democratically
elected leader of an ally
engaged in fighting a defen-
sive war against a hideous ter-
rorist enemy.

It is easy, sitting in Wash-
ington, D.C., and worrying
about how to placate the anti-
Israel uncommitted voters in
the Democratic primary, to
forgot the shock of the mas-
sive pogrom carried out by
Hamas on that infamous day
in October. Israelis, though,
aren’t going to forget, nor
should they.

It’s a key tell about
Schumer’s intentions that his
speech engendered a univer-
sally negative reaction in
Israel, and Schumer — who is
no naif — must have antici-
pated as much. Benny Gantz,
who would presumably run
against Netanyahu in a future
election, harshly rejected the
Schumer call for a new gov-
ernment. So, the only place
where Schumer could have
any assurance of advancing
his cause was here at home.

What stronger signal could
there be that the Democratic
leadership has heard the
activist calls to rein in Israel
than the previously staunch
supporter of the Jewish state,
Chuck Schumer, unloading on
its wartime government?

Hamas has been getting
devastated on the battlefield,
but the turn against Israel
among Democratic officials in
the U.S. is a sign of the suc-
cess of its longer, deeply cyni-
cal strategy. By doing every-

thing in its power to create the
predicate for more civilian
casualties in Gaza, Hamas
hopes to turn international
opinion against Israel. So it
has done in one of the two
major American political par-
ties.

If you had told many of the
same Democrats criticizing
Israel today that within five
months of the Oct. 7 attack
they would be inveighing
against Israel’s war against
Hamas, they would have been
incredulous. If you had told
them they would be getting
pushed around by pro-Hamas
sentiment in their own party,
they would have rejected the
idea as impossible. If you had
told them they would have
been seeking a two-state solu-
tion as one of their highest
post-Oct. 7 priorities, they
might have considered it a
smear.

Yet here we are.

On top of everything else,
this isn’t good domestic poli-
tics. There is still majority
support for Israel. The anti-
Israel turn demonstrates, yet
again, that the Biden cam-
paign is pursuing a base strat-
egy in November. Just the last
couple of days, Kamala Harris
visited an abortion clinic, Joe
Biden suggested there will be
no executive action at the bor-
der, and Schumer — having
run it by the White House first
— delivered his philippic.

What’s fidelity to an ally
compared to zeal in pursuit of
an embattled president’s elec-
tion strategy?

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Elbert Riley
Hilliard

Elbert Riley Hilliard, direc-
tor emeritus, Mississippi
Department of Archives and
History (MDAH), departed his
earthly life March 17,2024. He
was an educator, historical
administrator, historic preser-
vationist, and dedicated public
servant who spent 39 years
with MDAH. At the time of his
retirement on December 31,
2004, Elbert was the longest
serving State Historic Preser-
vation Officer in the nation.

A visitation will be held at
the Madison Methodist Church
beginning at 9:30 am March
21, with a memorial service to
follow at 11:00 am, along with
a brief graveside service at the
Montgomery Memorial Ceme-
tery, 500 Locust Lane, Madi-
son, where he will be interred
next to his beloved wife of over
61 years, Claire Gibson Nicols
Hilliard, who passed away on

January 20, 2020.
Elbert is survived by his
daughters, Lee Michelle

Hilliard of Homewood, AL,
and Tessa Lynelle Hilliard
Minchew and her husband,
Rudy Gauthier of Greensboro,
NC, and his first cousins,
Colleen Riley Ghormley, of
Combine, TX, and Eleanor
Riley Lally of Mesquite, TX.
In addition to his wife, Claire,
Elbert was predeceased by his
parents, Elbert Richardson
Hilliard and Arlie Riley
Hilliard, his two older sisters,
Izora A. Hilliard and Mary
Melvin Hilliard Gilchrist, and
his  step-mother, Virginia
Younts Hilliard.

Born February 8, 1937, at
his Riley grandparents’ home
in Lambert, Mississippi, Elbert
acquired the nickname “my lit-
tle buddy,” resulting in friends
and colleagues referring to him
as “Buddy” throughout his life.
Elbert attended school at
Anguilla, where he met his
future wife, then Claire Nicols.
They were married in the
Anguilla Methodist Church on
August 3, 1958.

In 1958, Elbert graduated
from Delta State College with a
bachelor’s degree in social
studies and physical education.
During his freshman year,
Elbert was told by his mentor,
Dr. Joseph O. Baylen that he
should major in history. When
Dr. Baylen accepted a position
at Mississippi State in 1957, he
recommended Elbert to Dr.
John K. Bettersworth and Dr.
Glover Moore for acceptance
into graduate school, an action
that had a major influence on
Elbert’s life, for it was there in
Dr. Moore’s class on historiog-
raphy that he first learned of
the existence of MDAH.

After receiving his M.A.
degree in history in August
1959, Elbert and Claire taught
in the Natchez-Adams County
School System. In June 1960,
Elbert and Claire moved to
Madison to join the Madison
County School System where
Claire taught first grade, and
Elbert taught history courses
and coached boys and girls
basketball, baseball, and girls
track. Here, he earned the
esteem of his students and
acquired his second lifetime
nickname, “Coach Hilliard.”

Elbert joined MDAH as the
curator of history and adminis-
trator of the Old Capitol Muse-
um in July 1965, serving under
the tutelage of the renowned
Charlotte Capers, MDAH’s
beloved and highly respected
third director. Elbert became
the first director of the Division
of Historic Sites and Archaeol-
ogy (now Historic Preserva-
tion) in 1970, and in that posi-
tion initiated and led MDAH’s
participation in the National
Historic Preservation Program
that was established by the
U.S. Congress’ enactment of
the National Historic Preserva-
tion Act in 1966. He also over-
saw the implementation of the
State Antiquities Law that has
resulted in the preservation of
innumerable Mississippi Land-
mark properties and a recogni-
tion by citizens and elected
officials of the importance and
economic impact of historic
preservation.

Elbert became director of
MDAH in July 1973 and
served in that capacity until his
retirement on December 31,
2004. As MDAH director,
Elbert also served as Mississip-
pi’s first State Historical
Records Coordinator, as secre-
tary-treasurer of the Mississip-
pi Historical Society (a volun-
teer position that he continued
to hold until March 2018), and
as a member of the Board of
Editors of the Heritage of Mis-
sissippi Series since its incep-
tion. He had the privilege of
working under the leadership
of the Board of Trustees presi-
dent, William F. Winter, and
the other members of the
MDAH’s non-political board.

Elbert frequently mentioned
how fortunate he was in having
the support of both the board
and the talented and dedicated
staff members who were com-
mitted to the MDAH’s mission
and public service.

During his tenure with
MDAH, Elbert witnessed its
growth from small quarters in
the north wing of the War
Memorial Building in 1965 to
what is now the Charlotte
Capers Building in 1971, and
then to the new state-of-the-art
William F. Winter Building in
2003. He frequently noted that,
due to the support of the Mis-
sissippi Legislature and vision-
ary citizens across the state,
MDAH has evolved into a
comprehensive historical
agency responsible for duties
and programs administered by
two or more separate agencies
in most states. Since its estab-
lishment in 1902, MDAH has
only had seven directors, and
Elbert considered himself for-
tunate in having known all of
them except for the Depart-
ment’s first director, Dunbar
Rowland. Katie Blount, current
MDAH  Director, noted
Elbert’s unique impact when
she said, “Elbert Hilliard led
MDAH for 39 years during
which MDAH grew into a
multi-faceted historical agency
with a national reputation for
excellence. His work had a
profound impact on the effort
to preserve, interpret, and pro-
mote Mississippi history. He
led with humility, compassion,
and wisdom, and those of us
who served under him loved
and admired him for those
qualities as well as his enor-
mous impact on this agency
and the state.”

On the occasion of Elbert’s
retirement, the MDAH Board
of Trustees granted him direc-
tor emeritus status, effective
January 1, 2005, and adopted a
resolution honoring him for his
service. Citing a few of his
countless contributions, the
Board noted the growth of a
multi-faceted historical agency
with a national reputation for
excellence; his overseeing 17
historic properties, six of which
are National Historic Land-
marks; his invaluable work
with the Mississippi Legisla-
ture to strengthen and clarify
Mississippi’s laws governing
historic preservation, state and
local government records, and
archival and library security.
Former governor and board
president, William F. Winter
said at Elbert’s retirement,
“Elbert has helped make the
Department one of the most
stable in state government---
one that doesn’t change with
each administration.”

Governor Haley Barbour,
presiding over Elbert’s retire-
ment reception in the rotunda
of the OIld Capitol Museum,
proclaimed January 27, 2005,
as “Elbert Hilliard Day.” The
Mississippi House of Repre-
sentatives and the Mississippi
Senate adopted concurrent res-
olutions “commending the
legacy of public service of
Elbert R. Hilliard and congrat-
ulating him on the occasion of
his retirement after 39 remark-
able years with the Mississippi
Department of Archives and
History.”

Following his retirement,
Elbert served as a volunteer at
MDAH, receiving in 2012 the
Mississippi Commission for
Volunteer Service’s Marsha
Meeks Kelly Award for Life-
time Achievement in Volunteer
Service, as well as President
Barack Obama’s Call to Serv-
ice Award and Volunteer Serv-
ice Award in 2011. In 2010,
Governor Barbour presented
Elbert the Mississippi Medal of
Service. At its annual meeting
in 2017, the Mississippi Histor-
ical Society presented its Life-
time Achievement Award to

Elbert.

During his service as
MDAH director, Elbert active-
ly supported the Mississippi
Heritage Trust as well as the
Mississippi Main Street Asso-
ciation and encouraged mayors
and local officials throughout
the state to request MDAH’s
assistance in identifying and
preserving the important cul-
tural resources in their respec-
tive communities. No one was
more responsive than Mayor
Mary Hawkins-Butler of Madi-
son. At the dedication of the
state historical marker for the
Montgomery Memorial Ceme-
tery in August 2023, Mayor
Hawkins-Butler credited Elbert
for educating her on the history
of Madison and stated, “We
wouldn’t have the Madison we
do today if not for him. He
gave me insight and courage
during all of my battles and
told me how important it is to
preserve this community. He is
my mentor.”

Through the years, Elbert
remembered the influence that
Delta State had on his life. In
May 2005, he received the first
honorary doctorate to be
awarded by Delta State Univer-
sity and in 2007 was named to
the university’s Alumni Hall of
Fame.

A lifelong Methodist, Elbert
was a longtime faithful mem-
ber of the Madison United
Methodist Church, teaching
youth and adult Sunday School
classes, serving for many years
on the church’s administrative
council, the building commit-
tee for the new sanctuary, the
stained-glass window commit-
tee, and as the church historian.
In 2009, he received the Mis-
sissippi  Conference’s Tobias
Gibson Award for his signifi-
cant contributions to the preser-
vation of Methodist history.
From 2005 to 2015, he served
as chair of the Pearl River
Church Historic Council that
coordinates the annual Lam-
buth Day ceremony and over-
sees the preservation of the his-
toric Pearl River Church that
has been designated a World
Heritage Landmark by the
United Methodist General
Conference Commission on
Archives and History.

Elbert’s daughters would
like to express their gratitude to
Dr. Sam Peeples for his long-
time care of their father, as well
as Dr. Carla Monico and Dr.
Hamp Jones; the Reverend
Linda Rickman, Madison
Methodist Church, for her vis-
its and spiritual support; and
the church members active in
the Congregational Care Min-
istry. Special thanks are
extended to Carrie and Ray
Barksdale, who, following
Claire’s death, “adopted”
Elbert as their “oldest child”; to
Ken P’Pool and the late Dick
Durgin for all that they did to
help Elbert make it through his
loss of Claire, and to all of the
many other individuals who
provided Elbert with support.

BIBLICAL PERSPECTIVES/J. Ligon Duncan lll

If you have your Bibles,
I’d invite you to turn to
Psalm 83. This Psalm is an
imprecatory Psalm. An
imprecatory Psalm is when
the Old Testament people
of God prayed that He
would judge and even curse
His and their enemies. Do
these kinds of Psalms have
anything to teach us today?
Some Christians have said
no, that they don’t have
anything to teach the Chris-
tian about how we are to
view the world and the per-
secution of God’s people,
but I want to suggest other-
wise.

I want you to see three
things from this Psalm. |
want you to see first the cry
for help that is lifted up in
verse 1. And then the des-
perate  situation that’s
described in verses 2 — 8.
And then finally the war-
like prayer in verses 9 — 18.

I. A Cry for Help

First of all, let’s look at
this cry for help. In verse 1
we hear, “O God, do not
remain quiet; do not be
silent and O God, do not be
still.” You see the struggle
of the psalmist here. The
whole nation is in a tight
spot, surrounded by their
enemies, and they feel as if
God is not active in this sit-
uation. He’s silent. And so
the question that’s in the
heart of the psalmist is, “Is
God silent in this time for
action? Is He not there for
me?”

The striking thing is that
God tells His servant Asaph
to write this down and to
put it in the hymnbook of
the people of God. Now,
this is stunning! Because
we know that our God is
not silent in our time of
need. In fact, we learn from
the Scriptures that our
heavenly Father watches
over Israel day and night,
but the psalmist doesn’t feel
that right now.

We need to remember
that truth in our own
prayers, because all of us
lift up prayers that we think
are hopeless, and all of us
lift up prayers that we think
God has turned a deaf ear
to. But God is always
watching over His people,
and not from a distance:
right up next to us, in the
middle of us. And that’s the
first thing that we need to
see. God is not silent, but
He knows that sometimes
we think He is, and He even
ministers to us in that.

II. A Desperate Situa-
tion

Next, there is a descrip-
tion of this desperate situa-
tion in verses 2 — 8. Here’s
the encirclement of God’s
people by their enemies.
The whole world is against

God help us

them, the whole world
wants to cut them off, the
whole world wants to drive
them out of the land that
God has given them. I want
you to see two things from
this.

Firstly, you need to
understand that this reflects
Genesis 3:15, the serpent
warring against the seed of
the woman. This is the
story of those two seeds
that begin in Genesis, flow-
ing down through the lines
of Cain and Seth: the seed
of the serpent seeking to
strike the seed of the
woman. Why is that so sig-
nificant? Because if the ser-
pent can cut off the seed of
the woman, if the serpent
can break the line of Israel,
he thinks he can prevent the
seed of the woman from
coming into this world: the
Messiah.

Secondly, the psalmist,
in this dire description of
the enemies of God sur-
rounding them and desiring
to cut them off;, is supplying
you with words to pray for
persecuted Christians
around the world today.
Countless Christians are
facing persecution and mar-
tyrdom. More Christians
have died the martyr’s
death in the twentieth cen-
tury and in our lifetime than
in all the other centuries
combined, and it is so
important that our prayers
for them become a regular
part of our daily routine—
not just one Sunday a year.
In this Psalm, we see appli-
cation for the church today
because the seed of the ser-
pent still wars against the
people of God. And so we
pray that God would come
and judge and relieve those
who are laying down their
lives for the faith.

I11. A Warlike Prayer

In verses 9 — 18, we see
this warlike prayer, a peti-
tion for God’s divine curse
on His enemies. Now, there
are many Christians who
say imprecation is only an
Old Testament thing. Some
claim that these Psalms are
sub-Christian because we
are to love our neighbor and
not hate our enemy. Cer-
tainly, we wouldn’t argue a
moment against the call to
love our enemies. And we
should have a desire to see
the nations come to a sav-
ing knowledge of God. But
how does that square up
with Paul’s prayers against
the false prophets? How
does that square up against
the martyrs’ prayers in the
Book of Revelation against
those who are persecuting
Christians? Let me just
share with you a few quotes
from some wise Christians
commenting on them.

Walt Kaiser says, “These
are not statements of per-
sonal vendetta. They are
utterances of zeal for the
kingdom of God and its
glory. To be sure, the
attacks which provoked
these prayers were not from
personal enemies; rather,
they were rightfully seen as
attacks against God and
especially His representa-
tives in the promised line of
the Messiah. If these
prayers of malediction, if
these prayers of impreca-
tion were intrinsically sin-
ful, one would have a diffi-
cult time explaining the
Lord’s curse upon Caper-
naum, or Paul’s prayer of
anathema upon the false
teachers or the prayers of
the martyrs who ask for
vengeance from the Lord.”
C.S. Lewis says, “The fero-
cious parts of the Psalms
serve as a reminder that
there is in the world such a
thing as wickedness, and
that it is hateful to God.”

And these Psalms in the
end are not only a call for
just judgment: they are a
call for God to exercise His
reign against all opposition.
These Psalms have some-
thing to say to us as Chris-
tians today as we face
world opposition, because
there are those who seek to
destroy God’s church. Yes,
we pray for conversion. In
fact, isn’t it interesting?
This Psalm gets close to
praying for the conversion
of the enemies of God.
Look at verse 16: “Fill their
faces with dishonor, that
they may seek Thy name, O
Lord.” It goes on. Look at
verse 18: “That they may
know that Thou alone,
whose name is the Lord, art
Most High over all the
earth.” The imprecatory
Psalms teach us to pray that
the nations would have to
acknowledge what they
don’t want to acknowledge:
that God is Lord. They do
not, however, keep us from
praying that even the ene-
mies of the people of God
would by grace become His
friends. We pray these
prayers of imprecation
against those who would
persecute our brothers and
sisters in Jesus Christ in
hard places around the
world, yet at the same time
we long to see even the ene-
mies of God become tro-
phies of His grace.

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Getting the Message/Rev. Chris Shelton

Living by faith

The letters to the churches we find in
Revelation chapters 2 and 3 are in the con-
text of the church facing tribulations in the
world. The Lord Jesus Christ has revealed
himself as the Savior of his people and the
Lord of glory. From Heaven’s perspective,
the important thing on earth is how the
church is upholding the name of Christ and
the gospel in a world of trouble.

The letters to the churches are to real
churches in 1st Century Asia (modern
Turkey), but they are written to be instruc-
tion to the churches who proclaim Christ’s
name in every generation until his return.
The Lord Jesus speaks first the church in
Ephesus. He says, “I know your works”
(Revelation 2: 2). The Lord can say to every
church, your church and mine, “I know your
works.” He can say it to you as an individ-
ual. We do well to remember this truth.

The Lord commends the church in Eph-
esus for their patient endurance under the
pressure of false teachers. They had tested
those who claimed to be apostles but were
false. The church saw false teaching as no
small thing, but rather an “evil.” It’s not easy
to be faithful to the truth when it can cost
you friendships, make enemies, and make
you unpopular.

Nevertheless, the Lord Jesus requires his
church to be faithful not only in proclaiming
the truth, but refuting error. Serious error
makes Christ to be no Christ. Truth is truth
and error is error whether men think it so or
not. There is a certain and immutable truth
connected to Christ’s name.

We learn a couple of things here. There
always has been and always will be a lot of
error concerning the Christian faith. The
devil is a deceiver. The truth glorifies God
and humbles the pride of men, so there is
resistance to it. Also, it is never in vain to
defend the truth, no matter how lonely or
difficult it is. The Lord knows and is pleased
with those who bear up for his name’s sake.

After showing that he is most ready to
commend all that is good, the Lord says,
“But I have this against you, that you have
abandoned the love you had at first” (Reve-
lation 2:4). This is a serious rebuke. Christ is
speaking to his people and questioning
whether they still have love for him. It does-
n’t matter the good they are doing if their

love is declining.

The reason Jesus came into the world is
that we might be saved from our sins and
“know God” (John 17). To know God
implies a love to God above anything else.
The psalmist says, “Whom have I in heaven
but you, and there is none on earth I desire
but you O Lord.” The Lord insists on love
because it was for that reason he called us
out of the world.

The remedy to their fall is to “Repent and
do the works you did at first” (verse 5).
Here we need to remember the law/gospel
distinction. The law says, “Do this and live.”
The gospel says, “Believe in Christ and
live.” The problem with the Christians in
Ephesus is pride. They had been refuting
error and developed a legal mindset, forget-
ting that it was only by grace that they had
been saved. There was nothing lacking in
the outward works, but much lacking in
their hearts.

A legal mindset sees the works you do as
what makes you more righteous than other
men. A gospel mindset sees the works you
do as those done to honor the Lord who paid
the debt of your sin on the cross. The greater
the legal mindset grows, the further away
from Christ you go. Pride will replace love.
Pride goes before the fall. The path back is
to remember the reason you came to Christ
and do the works out of love and thanksgiv-
ing.
The Lord gives a warning: “If not, I will
come to you and remove your lampstand
from its place, unless you repent.” The
lampstand represents light and life, the truth
of the gospel. The warning is the loss of
Christ, fellowship with God. The weighti-
ness of this is plain, the life of the church
and the soul of the individual is at stake. If
this doesn’t humble us, we won’t be hum-
bled.

In verse 7 the Lord says, “He who has an
ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the
churches.” Repentance is always a call to
turn and live. The Lord promises that the
one who conquers (overcomes by faith) will
be given access to “tree of life, which is in
the paradise of God.” That is the inheritance
of a world of love. So, let us love Christ and
live by faith, casting off all pride.
